Due to the sensitivity of the matter | want by this
private letter nmake an addition to the circular tel egram No
C 19 concerning foreign voluntary recruits in Finland.

It was told in the circular telegramthat currently
all other nationalities except Russians are admtted
to Finland for voluntary mlitary service, However,
an inmportant exception still prevails in regard just to the
country, where you have been posted. For reasons that |
have no need to specify, the Conmander-i n-Chief does not
consider it possible to admt those Germans who are
supporters of the ruling systemin Gernmany.

In practise, we should limt ourselves to admt only
such German seekers for whomthere are grounds to believe
that they are not Nazis.

Another limtation is that Jew sh volunteers are not
desirabl e here either.

| ask you to bring these restrictions to the attention
of the Consul ate General in Hanburg, which the Legation
undoubt edl y has infornmed about the contents of the circular
tel egram No. 19.
